Salvation History Overview
· The Old Testament is one continuous story containing God’s revelation of himself (to us) about his work drawing his people back to himself for his glory and their (our) good.

· Definition: The Old Testament is primarily about Who God Is & What God Does.  God is the sovereign creator who lovingly continues to offer restoration a people who are constantly pushing him away.
· 3 Main Points 

· God's continuous drawing of his people towards himself

· God's revelation of himself (Who God Is & What God Does)

· God’s preparation for Christ 

· God Drawing his people back towards himself 

· God begins to call his people back to himself.  Over and over he patiently and lovingly gives us pictures and directions on how to fix our relationship.  His desire is that they have faith and trust in him.  He wants them to love him and follow him. But over and over we reject him and do what we want to do.

· So over and over God uses new ways to call us to him. 

· Simple relationship – Adam 

· ‘Do over’ –Noah 
· Faith – Abraham 

· Law – Moses 

· Judges – they do as they see fit
· Kings – failure 

· Prophets – failure 

· So in the end, God sends 
· God himself became a man and walked among the people so that they could see a visual demonstration of how God wants man to live. 
· And even Christ is a foreshadowing, a mirror pointing towards heaven.

· The Old Testament is God drawing his people back to himself 

· God’s Revelation of Himself
