· Short Overview 

· Sin continues to destroy… Because people continued to reject God and refuse him as King, they continued to spiral into destruction. 

· God has such a hatred for sadness and pain and emptiness, that he allowed humans another chance.  He did not want to continue to watch people suffer in their rejection of him & his way.

· God calls Noah to build an ark to save those who love God in hopes that they will begin to love and follow him.

· People continue to reject God & his goodness (weeds of sin)

· The devastation from sin was the start of a downhill tumble towards complete chaos & depravity
· Sin is like a weed… it just grows and grows
· Again and again God called out to the people.  But they would not listen.  

· Finally, the thorns of sin just had entangled practically every person on earth
· Application 

· Sin does not stay small

· Don’t believe the lie that it’s just a small sin… it doesn’t stay small.

· Ephesians 4:17-32

· Man is not good

· At our core – we are fallen beings – we desire sin

· 2 Corinthians 5:17  
· God Judges Sin (hatred and sadness)

· God has the right to judge sin.  


· He is the creator. He is the king. He makes the rules (Romans 9:20)
· God hates sin and will hold us accountable for our sins

· Psalm 7, Job 21:22, 2 Tim 4:1

· God judged sin for his glory
· When he judges sin, it reminds people that he is holy and perfect (1 Peter 1:16)
· Third, God judges sin for our (their) good
· God judges their sin out of love for people 

· Part of God judging sin is that everyone is held accountable for how they live their lives.

· Actions don’t end here - no one can break the rules and get away with it! 

· God will judge them.  They will be held accountable. And you will be rewarded! 

· If God did not judge sin, then anyone could do anything to you… but if you are a follower of Jesus Christ than you can rest at night and know that in the end, you will be vindicated! 
· God provides salvation 

· Make no mistake – God will judge your sin.

· But remember, God LOVES his people & offers you salvation & safety
· Noah offered salvation and safety to people – but they didn’t listen  

· God provided a way for Noah (and you) to be saved

· And just like Noah, as the flood of God’s wrath is poured out, you get to float safely above it.
Your sins are not held against you and you get to spend eternity in heaven with Christ.

· That is the offer that God holds out to anyone in the entire world who does not follow Jesus.
· Your job, Christian, is to tell them about salvation in Christ.
· You are not held accountable for their response.  
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
